“Mitchell Baseball 2010 Registration Agreement”

Mitchell Baseball has set the following fees and payment policy for the 2010 seasons:

Spring Baseball $200
Legion Baseball $500
Varsity Teener Baseball $350
JV Teener Baseball $300

Spring: Players will pay $200 at the time uniforms are issued prior to the first game. Spring baseball is only
open to players in grades 10-12. Failure to pay fees in full when uniforms are issued will mean the player
will not be allowed to play in the first game and beyond.

Summer: Legion Players will pay $500, Varsity Teener Players will pay $350, JV Teener Players will pay
$300 at the time that uniforms are issued for their respective teams. Failure to pay fees in full when uniforms
are issued will mean the player will not be allowed to play in the first game and beyond.

Refund Policy: If a player decides to leave the program on his own accord, there will be no refunds after April
2 for Spring Baseball and June 4 for the summer program. If a player experiences a season ending injury, the
refund will be based on the scheduled number of games for the teams season pro-rated to the number of games
played prior to when the injury occurred.

Payment of fees do not guarantee playing time for any player. “PLAYING TIME IS EARNED BY
PRODUCTIVE PRACTICE, HARD WORK, DEDICATION, AND ABILITY”.

Work Hours: Each family will be required to work a mandatory 20 hours (10 hours if a single parent) at several
fundraisers. If there are two or more players per family, a minimum of 30 hours is required. If hours are not
completed, the family will be billed $10 per hour for each hour not worked. This will be billed after
completion of the State Amateur Tournament in August. Failure to work these hours or pay for parent hours
in full will mean the player will not be allowed to practice or play the next season until the balance is
clear.

In order to accurately track the hours worked, parents will be responsible to be sure they sign the work
sheet for each event worked. The sheets will be administered by the chairman for the event!!
